AMOUNT OF SCHOLARSHIP $250

The Washington county Green & Gold 4-H Award Fund was established in January of 2008.  The fund is a result of donations from area businesses. ELIGIBILITY: 
1. Must be currently enrolled in 4-H in Washington County. 

2. Must be a member of a 4-H Club and have completed 4-H projects for at least four (4) years, two (2) of which have been in high school (grades 9-12).  

3. Must be a senior in high school and on schedule to complete requirements for graduation.  

REQUIREMENTS: 

1. Complete the Washington county Green & Gold 4-H Scholarship application, including a story of how 4-H has helped you grow as a person.  

2. Attach a minimum of two (2) letters of recommendations (not from family members).  
RULES FOR PAYMENT OF SCHOLARSHIP: 

1. Award will be paid directly to the school attended by the recipient.  

2. If the nominee has not yet selected a college, they must notify Washington County Extension office of his/her choice by August 1 of the year scholarship is awarded.  

3. Scholarship is eligible for up to a one-year, one-time deferral.  Scholarship is to be used for any post-high school educational expenses.
