


Payette Employees Association Scholarship

1. The amount of the scholarship fund is set at a minimum of $2000 per year. This money shall be set-aside in a separate account to be used only for scholarships. The individual scholarships shall be set at $500.00 each. Up to four (4) second semester scholarships shall be awarded each year, with more allowed if funds are available. Students may apply one time only. 

2. The scholarship must be used for furthering one’s education, whether it is at a college, university, or technical school.

3. The scholarship will be paid directly to the institution of your choice at the beginning of your second semester/term.

4. This scholarship will be null and void if not utilized within two years of the time the scholarship is awarded.

Who May Apply
Children of Payette National Forest Employees and retirees, (who are current members of PEA), entering post-high school education, and meet the following qualifications are eligible to compete for the PEA Scholarship.






Qualifications

In order for an application to be considered they must meet the following conditions.

1. The applicant’s parent must be a current member of PEA. PEA membership dues must be paid at least one month prior to the scholarship application deadline.

2. A minimum cumulative GPA of 2.50.

Applications will be assessed on the following criteria:
· Cumulative grade point average (GPA) and SAT, ACT, or Compass scores

· School activities/ awards

· Outside school activities/ hobbies

· Leadership

How to Apply

The applicant must demonstrate qualities of leadership, character, service, initiative, and enthusiasm. All applicants for this scholarship must submit a resume listing the following:

1. The applicant must include the name of the parent who is a PEA member.

2. Submit an official transcript.

3. Submit SAT, ACT, or Compass test scores.

4. Personal data (interests, hobbies, etc.)

5. Activities in which you have participated and awards received during the past four years.

6. Letters of reference must be submitted from two of the following: High School Staff member. Clergyman, employer, or member of the community.

7. An essay, 200 words or less, explaining why you should receive this scholarship and how it will be used.

The selection committee will consist of Payette National Forest employees or Retirees.

Deadline for Making Application
